Training 
 
On-Site Training will  be an essential part of 
SOAR Vancouver.  Starting at 12PM (noon) 
on the first Saturday of the program, you will 
spend one day receiving training from More 
Than Gold trainers, learning important things 
about Vancouver and about the ministries in 
which you will participate.  On the first 
Sunday of each program,  you will spend the 
day in heart preparation, worshipping 
together, and catching the DNA of MBMS 
International.  In order to be agents of 
transformation in mission, we first need to be 
transformed.  The on-site training days are 
days devoted to letting God meet and 
transform participants so that they can be 
better equipped for ministry. 

Ministry Assignment Debrief 
 
From Monday to Friday, teams will have an opportunity to share the love of Jesus in 
word and deed throughout Vancouver.  There will be a variety of opportunities to interact 
with international visitors and residents of Vancouver.  Some possible ministry 
engagements will be: 

· serving refreshments at various refreshment stations around the city 

· helping local churches with their focused outreach efforts 

· serving poor and homeless people 

· riding city transit to strike up conversations about faith with people 

· pin trading (this is a major hobby at the Olympics.  More Than Gold has produced 

pins that can be used to explain the gospel when you trade them with someone) 

· creative outreach events in parks (carnivals, concerts, random acts of kindness) 

· prayer walks 
 
Each morning and each evening there will be a focused time of worship at the main 
base.  Ministry assignments will take up a large part of each of these days. 

 
Debriefing a missions experience well is an 
essential aspect of processing the 
experience in a healthy way.  All day 
Saturday, and Sunday until after lunch will 
be spent celebrating, processing your time 
as a team, and thinking about how to apply 
what you have learned when you head 
home  Teams are free to depart Vancouver 
after lunch on Sunday.

Frequently Asked Questions 
 
Where will I sleep ? Eagle Ridge Bible Fellowship in Coquitlam BC will be your home-base.  Training and daily worship will happen here.  Some people might sleep in the church.  
Others will be hosted by members of this church and surrounding churches.  Before you come, we will tell you what kind of sleeping gear you will need to bring, if any. 
 
How does transportation work ? You are responsible for getting to Vancouver (flying, driving, train).  Please plan to arrive either on Friday evening or Saturday morning the day the 
program starts.  Once in Vancouver, you and your team will rely on the public transportation system to get to and from your ministry assignments.  If you are flying, plan to fly either to 
Vancouver International Airport (YVR), Abbotsford International Airport (YXX) or Bellingham (WA) International Airport (BLI).  Let us know if you will need shuttle services from the 
airport.  If you are arriving by train, please take either AMTRAK or VIA RAIL to Vancouver, BC. 
 
What extra costs are there ?  On top of the $425, you and your team will need to cover the costs of getting to and from Vancouver at the beginning and end of SOAR; daily public 
transportation costs; and the costs of supper each day (because team ministry schedules will be quite varied, it will be impossible for all of the teams to gather together for suppers).  
Included in the $425 fee are: lodging, training, breakfast, lunch, ministry materials, a More Than Gold backpack and hat. 
 
If I live in the Vancouver area, can I do SOAR and stay at home ?  Yes.  We would love for you to participate.  And, if you want to stay at your own home and provide your own 
food, the cost will be reduced to $150CAD per person.  This cost includes 2 days of training, a day of debrief, ministry materials, and a More Than Gold hat and backpack.  
We would ask that you participate fully in the days of training and debrief, and if possible come to the home base daily, either in the morning or evening, for a 
time of corporate worship and prayer.  We also ask that you set aside the full 5 days of ministry time. 
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Frequently Asked Questions (continued) 
 
Where will my assignment be ? You can anticipate having full, long days as you serve on SOAR Vancouver.  Each team will be assigned different roles and min-
istry locations based on your team abilities and ministry needs.  Your specific schedule and ministry assignment will be determined closer to the date of the out-
reach, but come ready to be on your feet all day, dependent on the Holy Spirit for strength and guidance, and eager to serve and love a wide variety of people.  As-
signments will all be in the Metro Vancouver area, accessible from our home-base by public transportation. 
 
Why are there two programs, and how do I choose ?  There are two SOAR Vancouver programs because there are two world-class sporting events happening.  
The February SOAR dates correspond with the dates of the 2010 Winter Olympic Games.  This event will draw hundreds of thousands of people to Vancouver.  
The March SOAR dates correspond with the dates of the 2010 Paralympic Winter Games.  Thousands of people will come to Vancouver for this world-class event 
as well.  Both SOAR programs will by very similar.  The training and debrief days will be identical, and ministry assignments will likely be of the same nature. 
 
Do I need health insurance ?  Yes.  If you are a resident of BC, you won’t need any additional insurance other than Medical Services Plan coverage.  If you come 
from outside of BC, please ensure that your health insurance coverage will take care of any medical costs that could be incurred while you are on SOAR.  MBMS 
International cannot be held responsible for your medical bills. 
 
How do I register ? You can register online at http://www.mbmsi.org/soar/vancouver/application/.  Email abbotsford@mbmsi.org if you have any questions. 
 
Can you accommodate dietary needs ? If you have dietary needs, please let us know on your application form and we will do our best to accommodate you. 
 
Can I go to an Olympic event while I am in Vancouve r?  Securing tickets for the 2010 Winter Olympic Games is a challenge.  If you already have tickets for an 
Olympic event that occurs during SOAR, please let us know, and we will do our best to accommodate your schedule.  Your ministry assignments will likely not take 
you inside official Olympic venues, and MBMSI will not provide Olympic event tickets to any SOAR Vancouver participants. 
 
Can I come early or stay longer ? You are welcome to come early or stay longer.  You will be responsible for orchestrating lodging, food and transportation for any 
early arrival or extended stay.  We ask that you show up at Eagle Ridge Bible Fellowship by 12PM on the first Saturday of the program. 
 
Can I fundraise the cost of SOAR Vancouver ? Yes, you can.  The cost of your registration ($425) is tax-deductible and can be paid by yourself or supporters.  
No other costs related to your time with SOAR are tax-deductible.  All gifts will be receipted for tax purposes in early 2010.  Because the Canadian government 
holds Christian charities strictly accountable, we cannot refund any charitable donation for any reason. 
 
Will my team be the only one ?  No.  On each SOAR program we are hoping to have 150 people participating, on several teams.  And the SOAR program isn’t the 
only missions effort happening during the Olympics.  More Than Gold expects 3000 people to come on missions teams during this time. 
 
What is More Than Gold ?  More Than Gold is a Christian network that is taking the lead on orchestrating all Christian ministry that is happening during the 2010 
Winter Olympics and Paralympic Games.  MBMSI is partnering with More Than Gold  in setting up ministry assignments for SOAR Vancouver teams.  Check out 
www.morethangold.ca for more information.  You will be receiving a More Than Gold hat, backpack, and a number of New Testaments, Gospels, and trading pins 
as part of your registration.
